Local Holidays for Kamrup (M) District with the approval of Hon’ble Chief Minister.

8. The General Administration Department is allowed to declare 2 (two) additional holidays with the
approval of Hon’ble Chief Minister, Assam.

9. On account of Ali-Aye Ligang there will be full Holiday for the Districts viz. Dhemaji, North
Lakhimpur, Sonitpur, Tinsukia , Dibrugarh , Sivasagar , Jorhat , Golaghat, Majuli, Charaideo and
Biswanath Districts (Total 11 nos. of District) . There will be Restricted Holiday in respect of other
Districts for the occasion.
